Some guidelines to use when introducing the letter to the members you select to request they send a personal letter to Simon Crean.

We need to see a change in ALP policy to stop the carbon dioxide tax. No chance.

Or a change in leader. Some chance.

Or a backbencher cross the floor and vote against it. Very small chance.

Or an independent vote against it. Some chance.

We are working on all these strategies and more.

For those not comfortable with writing letters, we have drafted the attached letter.

Use whatever you want from it.

Politicians disregard form letters. Make the wording your own by changing it to suit you. 

The key points are highlighted in yellow. Use whatever else you want, preferably in your own words, or by changing the letter to make it your own. The shorter the better.

Keep the letter to one page. Unless you feel passionate and then share that respectfully.


It will be most effective if Simon Crean knows that you and the media know that he is aware of the lies, manipulations and omissions misrepresenting the ‘science’. That’s why we suggest you add ‘cc’ and include the names of media personalities. Then send those named personalities a copy by ordinary mail.
Please send a copy to Martin Ferguson so Crean has one other person aware of what is happening. Martin Ferguson is widely regarded as strongly sceptical on the tax.
Please post the letter to Simon Crean by Registered Post (preferably with Delivery Confirmation). Buy special envelope at post office (about $8). Ask for Delivery Confirmation ($2).

All the copies to personalities and to Ferguson can be sent by ordinary mail. Just print and sign the copies. Or if your original to Crean is handwritten, please make copies at your newsagent and send them.
